
Libertarian Linda Wilbert earned 18.5% overall (701 votes) in a three way race for Justice of the Peace #4 
in Brazos County in 2006.  She outright won two precicints, P25 with a majority, and P38 with a plurality.  
Linda lives in P25.  Additionally, she came in second in P18b (41%), 4a (37%), 4b (16.9%) and 18c (5%).  
The incumbent Democrat was reelected by a ~150 vote margin.  The county wide approximate vote 
percentage for Libertarians in three way statewide races was 4%, so even in LindaÕs worst performing 
precincts, she did better than would normally be ÔexpectedÕ.

Linda actually did very well compared to the other LP candidates even in her low precincts:  LP candidates in three way races won about 4% vote overall.
